Our attendance has improved this school year but it is still low


Overall Attendance at Pillow: approx. 95%-District minimum is 97%


Weekly competition by grade level to improve attendance-grade level with the highest attendance will receive a special reward


Push to file on families with continuous attendance problems


Once families have been filed on, attendance will be monitored closely

· PreK lowest percentage of absences (kids with 5 or more absences) 

· 2nd worst for kinder

· 3rd worst for 1st 

· worst for 2nd 
· Biggest problem is Tardies 

We have 530 students 477 live in our attendance zone

Some students may be transfers, etc… 

Northwest Region is our attendance zone

Student population projection shows growth of student population but our attendance may drop if parents are choosing not to send students to Pillow

Greatest growth=Hill Elementary 
Central area is losing population and our area is gaining

580 projected enrollment for Pillow but we lost 60-70 students (68) most moved out of the city

Our students feed into Burnet MS and Murchison MS

Burnet population is projected to go down
Murchison is projected to grow

Burnet an Murchison feed into Anderson HS-projected to grow

Loss of Enrollment=loss of funds, staff etc…

Push to have parents fill out forms giving reasons why they are not returning next school year
